CHECKLIST FOR SELLING YOUR HOME…

You can significantly influence the selling price of your house by preparing it and your property before putting it on the market!  Here are suggestions to improve a buyer’s first impression of your home.  Review the checklist now, before every open house showing, and before photos are taken.  Try to visualize exactly what the camera will “see”.  By all means, look carefully at walls, floors and ceilings for signs of wear, marks or the need for repainting or wallpapering.  Don’t forget to look at trim, including doors and windows.
